CALL TO ORDER:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Insinga opened the public hearing to amend local law for brush pickup. SPW Campbell asked to amend the draft to be 40lbs of leaves vs. 50 lbs. Comments were received on the local law change.

Public hearing was closed at 6:35 PM. 

Mayor Insinga called the meeting to order at 6:35 PM. 

Mayor Insinga recognized the passing of Lyle Madsen, the Village’s caretaker who recently passed away. 

Mayor Insinga wanted to address the damaged playground equipment and look into using the recreation funds that are in the budget to fix it up. Has also been at on the basketball court, and would like to put in an extra light on the court so the kids could utilize the entire court in the evenings. 

Trustee Baldwin asked SPW Campbell about installing lights on the basketball court, he explained we can put a pole in and see about running a line, or possibly put a light on the Community House. 

Trustee Baldwin made the motion, Trustee Jones seconded to approve installing lights at the basketball court. All ayes, Carried.

Mayor Insinga updated the board and guests on the increase in Covid cases in the area. Recommendations are still to continue socially distance, wear masks and stay home if you’re not feeling well.

Mayor Insinga brought up the issue with cows roaming in the Village from a neighboring property, discussion was had on how this issue can be addressed. Town Supervisor Denys is sending a letter from the town to address this, and Mayor Insinga wants to also send a letter from the Village to work on rectifying this issue and reach out to local law enforcement as well to address the nuisance. Trustee Palmer also stated he would like the Village to look into drafting laws to help fix this problem, concerned this could potentially be dangerous or someone could get in an accident. More discussion was had on the best way to deal with the cows/ bulls roaming in the Village limits. 

Trustee Palmer suggested we reach out to the Village attorney to look into options of getting laws on the books to deal with animals at large. Clerk Treasurer Riker said she would contact Dave Merzig and see what options the Village has.
 
Residence of Cottage Lane and Watson St. expressed their concerned at 23 Watson St. Concerns with rats and noxious odors, as well as matters that have required police intervention. Clerk Treasurer Riker has been in contact with property management company and has sent information on the current status of the property. Currently, with the eviction moratorium there isn’t much that can be at this time to get them out, and to get rid of the garbage. Neighbors expressed concern over the animals running large Trustee Palmer asked that he be contacted if that happens again. 

Other issues were presented at another nuisance property on Page Street that has excess junk and tires as well as excess in vehicles at the property where they are parking on the street, as well as noxious odors and loud revving engines. Clerk-Treasurer Riker said she’d forward this information to Carl French. 

Town Supervisor Denys updated the Village on the CDBG grants have 6 applications received. Will continue to update Village as more progress is made with the Grant. Also expressed the Towns concern with the cows and bulls’ at large situation very seriously. 

Barb Lennon wanted to remind everyone that the Community House will be 100 years old in the spring, as is the library. The Community House was donated to the Village.

Concerns arose regarding people living at the Unadilla House, question about the zoning status of the Unadilla House. Clerk-Treasurer Riker explained that County did send a letter that they need to move out- due to safety issues and they are not up to code. Due to moratorium on evictions, the tenants are not able to be “kicked out”.  The Unadilla House is zoned as an accessory use but as soon as they stopped running the restaurant the accessory use is no longer allowed.

Trustee	Palmer	made the motion, Trustee Jones	seconded to pay General Abstract #6 for $35,925.46. All ayes, Carried. 
Trustee	Mott made the motion, Trustee Baldwin	seconded to pay Water Abstract # 6 for $17,470.00. Ayes/nays. Carried.  
Clerk Treasurer presented a motion to send the unpaid taxes to the County for reimbursement
Trustee 	Baldwin made the motion, Trustee Jones seconded to approve $46,876.70 in unpaid taxes for 2020-2021 to be sent to Otsego County. All ayes, Carried. 
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Clerk-Treasurer presented the bids for gas diesel and fuel oil. The bid opening was held at 2:05 PM earlier that day, in attendance to opening was Clerk-Treasurer Riker, Mayor Insinga, Trustee Palmer and Town Supervisor George Denys.

Trustee	Baldwin made the motion, Mayor Insinga seconded to award the Fuel Oil Bid to Boulder Oil for $1.489/ gallon, for an approximate total of $5956.00/year. All ayes, Carried.
Trustee Baldwin made the motion, Mayor Insinga seconded to award 60/40 mix to Boulder Oil for $1.589/gallon. All ayes, Carried. 
Trustee	Baldwin made the motion, Mayor Insinga seconded to award the Diesel & Gasoline bid to Mirabito for $1.5942/ gallon (diesel) and $1.5213 (gas/fluctuating). All ayes, Carried. 
Clerk Treasurer Riker reminded everyone that Village Elections will be held on the second Tuesday in March 2021, there will be two trustee positions on the ballot. Also, informed everyone that the Chamber is going to have a Christmas Parade on December 5th, would like to use the PA system, and have requested to have the Community House decorated. 
SPW Campbell introduced Travis Woods who is anticipated to take over when he retires- he’s been working alongside him for the last year, recently received his Class 2B, C, and D plan Water Operator’s license, also introduced another new employee, Dave Finch received is D plan operator and, in the spring, get is C plan. Dave’s probationary period ends in November and another new employee was hired to the crew and his probation ends in February. 
Found out from Health Dept, will require new water sampling in February for Teflon and must test quarterly. $2700 / year increase for the water testing moving forward. Had a water leak at the trailer park, which has been fixed, Rural Water had been contacted. 
RDC field has been winterized, tennis courts closed, Martin Brook park is closed for the season. Recommends the Village have a parks commission. SPW Campbell said he would get together the cost for the playground equipment. 
Trustee Baldwin made the motion, Trustee Jones seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:45PM. All ayes, Carried.
